The selected fellows will
be awarded fellowship of Rs. 17600/- (Rupees seventeen thousand and six hundred only) per month plus
contingency grant of Rs. 16500/- (Rupees sixteen thousand and five hundred only) per annum for a period
of Two years.

The maximum numbers of Junior Research Fellowships to be awarded for 2020-2021 are eighty
(80) only, applying the usual reservation for SC, ST & PwD.

The Fellowship is a whole-time engagement for research work and cannot be combined with any
other whole-time or part-time work (for details see Terms and Conditions in the ICHR Research

Studies are eligible to apply for the Fellowship (JRF).

3. EXAMINATION FORMAT:

e The examination will be conducted in 02 Stages.

Stage I examination will consist of 100 online objective type questions. Each question will carry
01 mark (Total 100 marks).

There will be no negative marking.

The candidate has to choose his/her area of specialisation (Ancient/ Medieval/ Modern India) at
the time of filling online JRF application form. All the questions in the question paper will be
based on the area of specialisation opted by the candidate in the application form.

STAGE II:

The candidates shortlisted on the basis of merit of Stage I examination will be called for the
Presentation cum Interview.

Each shortlisted candidate will make a Presentation based on his/her registered PhD research
topic (8-10 minutes, preferably PowerPoint) followed by an interview.



c) Presentation and Interview will carry a maximum of 60 marks.
d) All shortlisted candidates should bring their Hall Tickets issued for Stage I entrance exam while
coming for the Presentation cum Interview.

AWARD OF FELLOWSHIP:

Merit will be drawn on the basis of aggregate marks of Stage I and II, that is, 100 + 60 = 160
(total marks).

4. EXAMINATION CENTRES:

e An application fee of Rs.500/- (Rupees five hundred only) shall be paid through online only.
(Candidates belonging to SC/ST/Persons with Disability (PWD) category are exempted
from payment of the fee).

e Submission of application both online and printout of the same along with computer generated
unique ID number is mandatory. Hard copies of applications without unique Id. Number will not

be accepted.

6. NOTE:

Travel charges (for SC, ST & PwD candidates only) will be reimbursed both sides to the extent
of second class (sleeper) Railway or Bus fare by the shortest routes from Railway Station/Bus
Stand nearest to your normal place of residence or from where you actually start the journey, on
production of ticket(s).
