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The Indian Council of Historical Research (ICHR) is an autonomous organization
under the Ministry of Education, Government of India, duly registered, vide Registration
No. S 5339 under Societies Registration Act (Act XXI of 1860) being an Act for
registration of Literary, Scientific and Charitable Societies. The ICHR was established
by the Ministry of Education & Social Welfare, Govt. of India (now, Ministry of
Education) on 27th March 1972 on the recommendation of a Working Group set up
by the Government of India in  December 1971 comprising Professor R.S. Sharma,
Patna University (Chairman);  Professor  Satish  Chandra,  Jawaharlal   Nehru
University; Professor Tapan Ray Chaudhuri, Delhi University;  Dr.  S.N. Prasad,
Director, National Archives of India, Delhi; Shri J. Veeraraghvan, Director (Internal
Finance), Ministry of Education & Social Welfare; and Smt. S. Doraiswami, Deputy
Education Adviser, Ministry of Education & Social Welfare.

The primary objective of the Council is to promote and give directions to historical
research and to encourage and foster objective and scientific writing of history. Enhancing
the academic standard of the output of ICHR activities has been foremost objective in
it's agenda. The objectives of the Council as laid down in its Memorandum of Association
(MoA) are as under:

a. to foster objective and scientific writing of history such as will inculcate an
informed appreciation of the country’s national and cultural heritage;

b. to review the progress of historical research from time to time and indicate
neglected or new areas where research needs to be specially promoted;

c. to  sponsor  historical  research  programmes and  assist  institutions  and
organizations engaged in historical research;

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d. to provide technical assistance for the formulation of historical research
programme by  individuals  or  institutions  and  to  support  institutional
arrangements for training in research methodology;

e. to develop and support Centres for documentation and reference service on
historical research;

f. to maintain a National Register of research workers in history and their fields
of specialization;

g. to initiate measures, in cooperation with State Archives and Regional Record
Survey Committees, for the location, survey, listing and preservation of historical
material in private custody or in institutions lacking the necessary facilities;

h. to indicate periodically areas and topics on which historical research is to be
promoted and adopt special measures for the development of research in
neglected or new areas of historical research such as economic and social
history, historical geography, history of science and technology, history of arts,
etc;

i. to coordinate research activities in the field of historical research;

j. to act as a clearing house of ideas and information on historical research in
India and abroad;

k. to organize, sponsor and support seminars, workshops, and conferences for
the promotion and utilization of historical research;

l. to promote publications of historical research of a high standard and to
undertake publication of digests, periodicals and journals devoted to such
research;

m. to encourage the production of popular literature which would foster an
objective understanding of India’s cultural heritage;

n. to undertake the compilation and publication of source material such as would
facilitate historical research and historical writing;

o. to institute and administer scholarships and fellowships for historical research;

p. to develop a body of talented young historians and to identify and encourage
research talent, encourage the young teachers in universities and other research
organizations;

q. to advise the Government of India on all such matters pertaining to historical
research and training in history methodology as may be referred to it from time
to time, including cooperation arrangements in historical research and training
facilities with foreign academic bodies;
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r. to enter into arrangements with the Government of India, State Governments
and other public or private organizations or individuals for furtherance of its
objectives, for implementation of its programmers and for securing and accepting
endowments, grants­in aid, donations or gifts on mutually agreed terms and
conditions;

s. to acquire by gift, purchase, lease or otherwise any property, movable or
immovable, which may be necessary or convenient for the purposes of the
Council and to construct, alter and maintain any building or buildings for the
purposes of the Council;

t. to draw, make, accept, endorse, discount and negotiate Government of India
and other promissory notes, bills of exchange, cheques or other negotiable
instruments;

u. to invest the funds of the Council in such securities or in such manner as may
from time to time be determined be [sic] by the Governing Body and, from
time to time, to sell or transfer such investments;

v. to take over and acquire by purchase, gift or otherwise from Government and
other public bodies or private individuals, movable and immovable properties
or other funds together with any attendant obligations and engagements not
inconsistent with the objects of the Council;

w. to sell, transfer, lease or otherwise dispose of any movable or immovable
property of the Council; and

x. generally to take all such measures as may be found necessary from time to
time to promote historical research and its utilization in the country.

The Council also awards and administers various categories of Fellowships,
Researchs Projects on significant historical themes. Beside these, the Council also
provides financial supports in the form of Publication Subsidy Grants for the publication
of Standard Books, Journals and Seminar Proceeding. The Council supports the
scholars financially in their pursuits of research under the schemes of Foreign Travel
Grant (FTG) & Study­cum­Travel Grant (STG), too. To promote historical research
globally, the ICHR under its Cultural Exchange Programme (CEP) collaborates with
such research Councils/Organization of different countries. The Council organizes
National/International Seminars and Workshops on the theme of historical significance
besides extending financial assistance to the professional organizations of historians in
the country for organizing seminars, symposia, workshops and conferences, etc. both
at regional and national levels. A well­equipped Library­cum­Documentation Centre
with facilities of DELNET and J­STOR at its Headquarter, New Delhi is also being
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maintained alongwith quality libraries at its regional centres– Guwahati, Bangaluru and
Pune.

Regional Centres

In order to attract talents and encourage historical research, the Council’s three
Regional Centres at Guwahati, Bengaluru and Pune continued the academic activities
satisfactorily in the respective regions, during the year under report. The Library­cum­
Documentation units at these Centres have come up as the well­equipped Centres of
learning and reference libraries providing useful services to the best satisfaction to the
scholars of these regions. The Centres have been instrumental in propagating and
implementing various research funding schemes of the Council in their respective regions
and thus helping the Council to achieve the objectives for which it was established by
the Government of India.

As it is evident from the brief account of the activities during the financial year of
2022­2023, the Regional Centres of the ICHR functioning at Bengaluru, Guwahati
and Pune have played very important role, being nodal agencies, in our efforts to
include our programmes in the Southern, North­Eastern and Western regions. These
Centres have organized various seminars, lecture series, workshops and conducted
fellowships examinations, book exhibition programmes, etc. for the benefit of local
scholars at regional level.

The Council has two Statutory Committees — the Administrative Committee
and the Research Projects Committee. Besides these, there are Sub­Committees and
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Advisory Panels, comprising members from within the Council and those co­opted
from outside. The composition of all such Committees as on 31st March 2023 are
shown in Appendices II and II(A).

The Council Secretariat is headed by the Member Secretary who functions as
the Chief Executive Officer (CEO) for implementation of its decisions. The total staff
strength as on 31st March 2023 is shown in Appendix III. The ICHR has its headquarter
at 35, Ferozeshah Road, New Delhi­110001 and three Regional Centres named as
the ICHR Southern Regional Centre (SRC) located at Law College Premises 1, Palace
Road, Bengaluru, Karnataka; the ICHR North East Regional Centre (NERC) located
at Library Extension Building, Guhati University, Guwahati, Assam; and, the ICHR
Western Regional Centre (WRC) located at Deccan College, Post­Graduate and
Research Institute, Pune, Maharashtra.

Research Promotional Activities, 2022­23 in Section III of Part I, give information
in a nutshell relating to the academic activities performed by the ICHR during the year
under report and thus justifying the purpose for which it was established as an
autonomous organization by the Government of India in 1972.
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During the year 2022­2023, the ICHR  received a total sum of Rs.3256.52
lakh from the Education Ministry (Goverment of India). The comprised Capital grant
of Rs.286.35 lakh and Revenue Grant of Rs. 2970.17 lakh. The Council utilized Rs.
3122.04 lakh (Capital: Rs. 312.28 lakh and Revenue: Rs. 2809.76 lakh) during the
year, leaving an unspent balance of Rs 134.48 lakh).

1. Comprehensive History of Bharat.

The project Comprehensive History of Bharat was approved in 155th RPC
meeting held on 09.01.2019. The committee decided to constitute an Expert Committee
representing members from different regions of India to lay out a plan and discuss the
modalities of the project.

1st Sub­Committee decided the structure & volumes of the project. 3rd Sub­
Committee decided the titles of the Volumes which are as follows:

Volume 1. Historiography and Rationale of Comprehensive History of Bharat

Volume 2. Dawn of Bhartiya Civilization (till Mahabharata period)

Volume 3. State and Society (till Gupta period)

Volume 4. Polity and Culture: Post Gupta to 1191 C.E.

Volume 5. The Age of Resistance (1191 C.E. to 1674 C.E.)

Volume 6. Becoming Sovereign (1674 C.E. to 1947 C.E.)

Volume 7. Emergence of New Bharat (1947 to 2021 C.E.)

Following was decided by the Committee with regard to the Chief Editor,
Executive Editor and Editors on the project and volumes.

1. Chief Editor : Chairman, ICHR

2. Executive Editor : Member Secretary, ICHR

3. For Volume I, Committee Authorized Member Secretary to decide about the
editor and contributors in consultation with Prof. B. Labh, Member, ICHR.

4. For Volume II to Volume VII Editors were nominated.

Meeting held on 12th November, 2021 discussed further course of action before
initializing the work on the ICHR’s Special Project. The Committee members noticed

that word “Bhartiya” in the title of Volume 2, as decided in the 3rd Sub­Committee,
must be deleted and the title should now be read as “Dawn of Civilization (till
Mahabharata period)”. Prof. Rajaneesh Kumar Shukla initiated the discussion on the
project and proposed that “Prospectus” of the project should first be formulated as a
roadmap to initiate a project work; therefore, a prospectus committee should be formed.
In this regard, the Committee nominated Prof. Rajaneesh Kumar Shukla as the Convener
for the Prospectus Committee and also nominated 26 experts.

Prospectus Committee meeting was held on 30th November, 2021 through Online
where it was decided by the committee that a 4­5 days workshop must be conducted
which would be held in preparation of Prospectus and Glossary for which all the
nominated members were requested to submit the following documents:

1. List of contributors

2. Glossary of terms (member will submit as per their expertise)

3. To prepare a rationale for and against the tentative volumes of the project (i.e. 7
volumes)

The Competent Authority, ICHR was engaged Prof. Susmita Pande (Project
Head) and Prof. Narendra Shukla (Project Coordinator) for ICHR’s Special Research
Project ‘Comprehensive History of Bharat’.

2. Documents on Economic History during the British Rule in Northern and
Western Indian in the late Nineteenth Century: Quality of Life

The Project was undertaken with the collaboration of Institute of Development
Studies Kolkata (IDSK) for collecting the documents on Economic History during
British rule of India, Northern and Western parts of the country in the late nineteenth
century. Prof. A.K. Bagchi is the General Editor and Dr. Ramkrishna Chatterjee is the
Associate and Project Coordinator. A meeting to review the status of the project and
to decide further course of action pertaining to the ICHR­IDSK Joint Project was
held on 23rd November, 2021. Prof. Arun Bandhopadhyay apprised the committee
that 60% of the work for Part I on Western India is complete but due to Covid­19
pandemic work could not proceed. IDSK was requested to give the tentative dates
for the submission of the manuscript to which Prof. Arun Bandhopadhyay ensured that
they would give presentation on final work report by October, 2022 and final publishable
work report by December, 2022.

A meeting was held on 23rd November, 2021 to review the status of the project
and to decide further course of action p[ertaining to the ICHR­IDSK Joint Project.
After the meeting, Prof. Arun Bandopadhyay, Associate Editor submitted the Timeline
Planning for part 1 for the period April 2022 to March 2023 and Projected Budget
Estimate of Rs.10,00,000/­ for the project.
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3. Translation of Foreign Sources on India

Expert’s Committee meeting of the project was held on 15th November, 2021
to review the status of the project and to decide the further course of action. The
Committee members were apprised about the development on the project since the
last meeting that took place on 19th and 20th April, 2019. Dr. Nitin Kumar, Unit­in­
Charge informed the committee that ICHR had received Interim final work report of
three translators through the Project Director on 20th October, 2020 and 50% of the
remuneration was paid prior to these submissions as requested by the Project Director
and as had been decided in the aforementioned committee.

Dr. Swati Dasgupta, Project Director, informed the committee that some changes
were suggested in the interim reports submitted on 20th October, 2020 and translators
were working on these to finalize their final drafts. Dr. Uma Sridhar informed that
translation of the text she was working on is complete and she has been presently
revisiting the foot­notes as these are quite extensive in her work.

The committee decided the common title for the series with separate titles of
each translated text as volumes under it. The details are as follows:

Title of the project: Eighteenth Century French Sources on India

Sumitra: *Le Gentil - An 18th-Century French Astronomer in Pondicherry*

Uma: *Pierre Sonnerat - An 18th-Century French Naturalist in South
India*

Chitra: *Anquetil-Duperron - India in Relation to Europe in the 18th

Century*

The Committee also decided that since the translations are accompanied by
annotations therefore, the cover page must specify that the text were both translated
and annotated by the respective individuals.

The translators were asked to provide the time-line for final submission of
print ready copy of translated texts. The translators promised to submit the same
by December, 2021 end or at most by early January, 2022. Prof. Meenakshi Jain
inquired regarding the disbursement of the remaining 50% of the remuneration to
the translators. To this she was informed that as soon as ICHR receives print ready
copy from the translators through Project Director and Member­in­Charge of the
project, the process for payment would be initiated on fast track.

A meeting was held on 26th May, 2022 to give final presentation of the project
before the submission of final work report and to discuss issues pertaining to its
publication.
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Accordingly the final work report (translated texts) off all three translators had
been submitted to ICHR on 27th may, 2022.

4. Modern India: Politics and Demography

The final work report on Lahore segment has been sent for publication process.

The final work report on Khulna segment has been sent for publication process.

5. Environmental History of India

The Volume 1 had been completed and published.

Volume II & Volume III have been submitted to ICHR and is under publication
and work on other volumes is under process.

The Competent Authority, ICHR decided that ICHR may invite the proposal
from various scholars to work on the topic and it may be reported in the upcoming
Research Project Committee (RPC). A letter regarding the same was sent to the ministry
on 04th August, 2022 through Member Secretary’s office.

7. Comprehensive History of Odisha

The Project was commenced on 01st August, 2022, The Project Director had
requested to release the first installment for the project as the first volume of the project
was in the advance stage and is to be published by 20th December, 2022. Accordingly,
the first installment for the project was released on 27.12.2022.

8. To report the progress of the ICHR’s Special project on ‘Documents on
Economic History during British Rule in India, Northern and Western India in
the Late Nineteenth Century: Quality of Life’.

Under the project on Eastern India, Southern India and Northern India so far
almost all of which (9 volumes published, and 3 are in press) have already been published
by the ICHR. These volumes have been much appreciated by distinguished historians
of India and abroad.

As regards the Western India, so far documents on Western India have been
collected and compiled from various libraries and archives of Mumbai, Pune, Delhi
and Kolkata. The first draft of our volume on Western India in the Late Nineteenth
Century Part I is ready for submission.

Professor Satish Chandra Mittal Library-Cum-
Documentation Centre

Professor Satish Chandra Mittal Library cum Documentation Centre is the
knowledge hub of ICHR and is designed to support the research objectives of  various
units of the organisation and also to act as a national facility to support scholars and
researchers from India and abroad.

The library maintains an appropriate collection of print and electronic materials;
provides access to electronic databases and texts; obtains materials from other libraries
and offers a setting for study. We are in process to build and maintain a robust technology
infrastructure responsive to changing needs.This period has been a year consolidation
and growth of ICHR Library. Many of the key services that we offer have seen significant
uptake over this period.  The library offered a congenial atmosphere with a reader
cultured approach in a serene and calm environment to more than 1000 readers during
the review period.

The library has also been providing Xerox copies of academic reference to the
scholars on demand at a nominal rate of one rupee per page. About  8300 (approx)
exposures were delivered to the scholars for their research requirement with complete
satisfactory report.

Being a member of the DELNET (Developing Library Network), the library
has an advantage of accessing bibliographic information of books and can borrow
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books on Inter Library Loan from different libraries of Delhi and some of the libraries
in other parts of the country. During the period approximately 103 transactions as inter
library loan with DELNET for the scholar’s reference service was provided.

 Approximately 289 books were selected and purchased during the review period,
which were largely on Indian history and allied disciplines, including reference books
and books relating to the history of Asia and neighbouring countries and are under
processing.

Hindi Pustak Mela:

A Pustak Mela was organised on 14.09.2022 on the occasion of Hindi Diwas
to enrich the collection of Hindi books related to History and allied subjects. The
Library­cum­Documentation Centre has been organising the exhibition around Hindi
Diwas celebration from past five years.

Migration of Library Management Software from LIBSYS to KOHA:

A major initiative of migration of Library Management Software (LIBSYS) to
KOHA for all the four libraries of ICHR has been undertaken during the review period.
Online public access catalogue (OPAC) for all the four libraries is available on the
ICHR’s website which can be accessed from any location remotely. A Union Catalogue
(OPAC) has also been developed of all the four libraries and is available on the ICHR
website indicating the location of the library along with the book details. The links of
Online Public Access Catalogue (OPAC) for all the four libraries and Union Catalogue
(OPAC) are :

Library Membership Card:

As approved by the Library Committee Meeting held on 1.11.2022, Professor
Satish Chandra Mittal Library cum Documentation Centre has initiated an option for
scholars to take library membership for half year and annual at Rs. 500 and Rs. 1000
respectively for Indian scholars and $ 50 and $100 for foreign scholars which allows
scholars and researchers to access all the digital databases, print and digital collection.
During the period from November 2022 till  March 2023 total 46 scholars have opted
for library membership.
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Physical Verification of Books:

To report the initiative by the Competent Authority to take up the long pending
task of Physical Verification of books by constituting a Physical Verification Committee
for library stock. The work related to physical verification was initiated on 18.08.2022
as per the recommendations by the Physical Verification Committee meeting held on
17.08.2022.

World eBooks Library:

Library has subscribed to World eBooks library through DELNET which has
the option of accessing 20 Lakh eBooks which are available for easy access under
one window and are downloadable(PDF Format). eBooks are available in multiple
languages (English, Hindi, Sanskrit, Tamil, Kannada, Gujarati, French, German, Spanish
and many more).

Plagiarism Checking Service:

Library has initiated to offer Plagiarism Checking Service using a ‘Check for
Plag’ tool to its registered users. This plagiarism prevention web tool will help for
originality checking and would allow researchers to compare their contents against the
massive databases to ensure the work is original before submission of any report,
thesis or article for publication.

MoU for Digitization of Vernacular Sources:

An extremely significant initiative by the Prof. Umesh Ashok Kadam, Member
Secretary of signing of Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) between ICHR and
different other organizations across the country for digitization of vernacular sources.
With the signing of the MoU, ICHR will have access to the primary source materials/
manuscripts digitized and non­digitized. Once the source materials will be available in
digitised version, it will be shared with the ICHR's Library web interface platform as
open access for creating a digital library on vernacular sources for Indian History and
Culture.

Act. The audit has been entrusted for the period upto 2022-23. These financial statements
are the responsibility of the Council’s management. Our responsibility is to express an
opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2.  The Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller and
Auditor General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to
classification conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards and
disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to
compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-
cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s
Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to
obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material
misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the
amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the
accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as

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evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit
provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

(i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, subject to the
observation in the report, which to the best of our knowledge and belief were
necessary for the purpose of our audit;

(ii) The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments
Account dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format, subject to
the observations in the report, prescribed by the Ministry of Education,
Government of India vide order No.29-4/2012-FD dated 17 April 2015.

(iii) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have
been maintained by the Indian Council of Historical Research, in so far as it
appears from our examination of such books.

(iv) We further report that:

A. Balance Sheet

A.1 Liabilities

A.1.1 Current Liabilities and Provision (Schedule 3) – Rs. 2.39 Crore

The above does not include liabilities for expenses amounting to Rs. 7.16 lakh
pertaining to the year 2022-23 but not paid during the year. This has resulted in
understatement of Current Liabilities & Provisions and overstatement of Capital Fund
by Rs. 7.16 lakh.

B. Significant Accounting Policies (Schedule 23 & 24)

As per Significant Accounting Policy No.4 'Liability towards gratuity/leave
encashment payable or death/retirement of employee is recognized on payment basis.
This accounting policy is in contravention of the format of accounts prescribed by
Ministry of Education and Accounting Standard 15 issued by ICAI, which states that
provision for retirement benefits should be made on the basis of actuarial valuation.
This is being pointed out since 2015-16 but remedial action has not been taken.

C. Grants-in-aid

During the year 2022-23, ICHR received grant in aid of Rs. 30.06 crore. It had
an opening balance of Rs. 2.51 crore. Out of the total Grants-in-aid of Rs. 32.57
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crore, it utilized Rs. 31.22 crore (Capital: Rs. 3.12 crore and Revenue: Rs. 28.10
crore) during the year, leaving an unspent balance of Rs. 1.35 crore as on 31st March
2023.

D. Management letter

Deficiencies which have not been included in the Audit Report have been brought
to the notice of the Member Secretary, Indian Council of Historical Research through
a management letter issued separately for remedial/corrective action.

v. Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the
Balance Sheet, Income and Expenditure Account and Receipts and Payments
Account dealt with by this report are in agreement with the books of accounts.

 The physical Verification of fixed assets except library books has been
conducted up to October 2020 only. Physical verification of Fixed Assets for
the year 2021-22 and 2022-23 has not been done.

 The physical verification of library books conducted upto 2005.

4. System of physical verification of inventory

 Physical Verification of inventories like stationery and consumables items was
conducted upto October 2020 only. Physical verification for the year 2021-
22 and 2022-23 has not been done.

5. Regularity in payment of statutory dues

 As per accounts, no payment over six months in respect of statuory dues was
outstanding as on 31.03.2023.
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
